8. Read Acts 2:1-4. Why did God choose the Hebrew festival of Shavuot
(Pentecost) for the Holy Spirit to come?

Passover and Pentecost were established thousands of years before Christ
came. But God’s plan of salvation had already been put in place. How
does this help us to trust in Him, when we are waiting on God? (Also read
Proverbs 3:5-6).
