C.T. Studd Missionary to China: 

“Only one life, ’twill soon be past, only what’s done for Christ will last.”

1. Read Romans 12:1.  In the Old Testament sacrificial system, a sacrifice was 
typically an animal that was killed and offered to God for the forgiveness of 
sins, as an act of worship to God.  We no longer have to do this because 
Jesus died as our ultimate sacrifice, and we are forgiven when we put our 
trust in Him.  So, what does it mean to offer yourself as a “living sacrifice?”

2. Read Romans 12:2.  We need to grow in out relationship with God.  From 
this verse, what two things are necessary for our spiritual growth? 
 
 

 

3. Verse 2 points out that it is after we have fulfilled the requirements outlined 
in these two verses that we will then know the will of God.  This is important 
because it is in doing the will of God that we find true fuilfillment in our lives 
and we become useful to God in His mission to the world.  What steps do 
you think you need to take in order to become useful to God? 

 

 
 
4. Read Romans 12:3.  It is so easy think only about ourselves.  My life, job,
