Read John 10:7-10 (note: The Greek word ‘thura’ can be translated door or 
gate, depending on the application of the word.  It is the same word that is 
used in both John 10:7-10 and Revelation 3:8).

4. From Revelation 3:8 what are the essential qualifications of Christians to be
